How to participate
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Arrange a class trip to a museum or gallery.
Students can look around the museum and select an object that is interesting to them.
Take photos of the object so students have a record.
Back in the classroom, students can write a poem inspired by the object and the theme
‘changing identities’. It could be a haiku, a stanza, a verse, or a slam, written or recorded.
Whatever form the student selects.
Teachers will then select 10 poems from their class to submit. Poems and images must be
submitted together as an image file.

Poems must be submitted by teachers. Under Facebook’s Terms of Service, people under 13
years of age cannot use Facebook. If teachers or schools do not have a Facebook account,
teachers may submit poems by email.

For poems to be published and shared, please ensure they comply with Facebook’s
